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STUDY 4: Creation - The Results of Sin

Sin will always be punished, and the first sin of Adam and Eve was not an exception.

“Then the eyes of both of them were opened.” (verse 7) This does not mean that they had
been going round with their eyes shut! God explains in verse 22 how they can now “see”
something which they could not see before.

Q: In verse 22, what does God say they now know?

Q: How did Adam and Eve react when their eyes were opened? (verse 7)

Q: What did they do when they heard the sound of the Lord God as He
walked in the garden?
